General Information

Migrating Cultures is an open symposium and networking event celebrating the contribution to the arts made by emerging cultures within Europe, taking place 26 September 2003 at The Drum in Birmingham.

The Symposium starts with the assumption that cultural diversity is the common heritage of humanity – examines the impact of trans national movements and their effect on the changing face of Europe.

This gathering of 200–300 national and international delegates will be a convivial celebration of today’s artistic and cultural practices. There will be vibrant dialogue and a passionately shared commitment to the expression of diversity in the arts.

Trans Europe Halles is a stimulating platform for exchange, support and co-operation between its members Europe-wide.

The network of Trans Europe Halles brings together a great diversity of independent, multi-functional and multi-disciplinary arts and cultural centres, often using former industrial buildings in inner cities. This is the first Symposium of Trans Europe Halles to take place in the United Kingdom organised within the context of the autumn three-day meeting of the organisation.

The Drum specialises in contemporary African, Asian and Caribbean arts. Arts Council England recently earmarked £2.1million in support of ambitious and exciting expansion plans.

Directions to The Drum, Birmingham

The Drum is based on the site of the former Aston Hippodrome, on the main A34 route into Birmingham. Only 1.5 miles from Birmingham City Centre, there is excellent public transport and car access from all directions of the region. Please see attached map.

There are a limited number of car parking spaces at The Drum.
From the M5
Leave the M5 at junction 3 and turn onto the A456 (Hagley Road). This leads straight to the city centre. (see attached map)
From the M6

Leave at junction 6, onto the A38(M) a short way along the A38(M), take the exit sign posted ASTON/WATERLINKS. The roundabout at the top of the exit is PARK CIRCUS. Take the second exit onto Victoria Road. Turn left onto UPPER SUTTON STREET and then right at the bottom onto PARK LANE.

Before you approach the crossroad/next set of lights, there is a slip road to turn left this is POTTERS LANE. The Drums car park is on your left directly as you turn left.

From Birmingham City Centre

Take the A38 towards Aston (under the tunnels/underpass towards the M6). Go over the Aston Expressway and merge LEFT, off the A38 and onto the ring road, towards DARTMOUTH CIRCUS roundabout. Keep in the left-hand lane and go straight over the roundabout. As you exit off the roundabout, the overhead sign is marked THOMAS STREET- go straight up Thomas Street and turn left at the top of the road (you will see the HP Sauce factory on your right). There is a slip road to turn left this is POTTERS LANE, The Drums car park is on your left directly as you turn left.

Taxi from Birmingham Airport

Taxis cost approximately £15.00 into Birmingham, They are located near the car hire services, between both terminals.
Bus from Birmingham Airport

The number 900 bus leaves every 20-30 minutes from outside the airport (outside Terminal 1, middle land, Stand F) and goes to Moore Street Station, City Centre. The cost is £1.35. 
Taxis in City

By Rail

Birmingham has 3 main Rail Stations, Birmingham New Street, Birmingham Moore Street and Birmingham Snow Hill.

Trains departing London Marylebone stop at Birmingham Moore Street and Birmingham Snow Hill.

Trains departing all other UK Stations will terminate at Birmingham New Street.

The closest Train Station to The Drum is Birmingham New Street, and from here it is a 15 minute bus journey, using bus routes 33, 34, 51, 52 and 7.

Costs

Dreadlock Alien – 9.00pm Thursday 25th September 2003  
“Dub Hip-Hop Flo is how I describe my sound", said Rugby-born poet, Richard Grant, a.k.a.  Dreadlock Alien. He has been described as Benjamin Zephaniah meets Eddie Izzard - at lighting speed.  He creates a heady mix of Jamaican dancehall rhythms coupled with wry, anecdotal tales of sexual liaisons, race and whatever else he feels like scripting that day.  Father of four, former lorry driver, doughnut seller and currently chef, Richard is now also using his skills and newfound talent for poetry to help reduce racism and bring poetry back to the people. 
Richard has performed at 70 events, and he regularly runs workshops in schools and community groups. Richard's dub, hip-hop poetry revolves around issues of racism, definitions of blackness, immigration and growing up as an 'Indo Caribbean' in the UK.
Migrant Voices – 1.30pm Saturday 26th September 2003 
The Show has been higly successful during a limited national tour in March and a tour of Canada in May. It has been descrided as ‘a breathtaking performance in which powerful song, drama and video projections are used to tell stories of Kurd refugees in contemporary Britain’.  
The show looks at why asylum seekers are driven to seek refuge in the country and compares their experiences to that of earlier generations of immigrants.

International Festival, working with youth in Soweto and across South Africa.
